 2019 LENT SERIES 

“The Kingdom of God is at hand” 

Jesus began his ministry by proclaiming, “The Kingdom 

of God is at hand.” Also, the opening phrases of the 

Lord’s Prayer include the petition, “Thy kingdom come, 

thy will be done on earth…” So what does it mean to 

pray and work for the Kingdom of God? The Anglican 

Church has highlighted five key areas which can be 

summed up with the words: tell; teach; tend; 

transform; treasure. 

In other words: proclaim the Good News; make 

disciples and nurture their faith; serve those in  need; 

work for social justice; and care for our world.  

In our Lent Series for 2019 we’ll be focusing on each of 

these areas of work in turn, looking at the Biblical 

background and highlighting the work of our Mission 

Link partners around the world. The sessions will be on 

five Tuesday evenings, from 8-9.30 pm in the Church 

Centre, starting on Tuesday 12th March. Do put these 

dates in your diary and join us.

SUNDAY BIBLE READINGS  

The readings this Sunday have the theme of vocation, focusing on 
the calling Isaiah, St. Paul, and the first disciples.  

Isaiah 6:1-8   (page 690 OT)  
The prophet Isaiah lived in Jerusalem in the 8th century BC, 
serving in the Temple.  These verses describe his calling by God in 
the year that King Uzziah died i.e. about 740 BC. These were 
turbulent times. Isaiah prophesied for over 40 years through the 
reigns of three different kings: Jotham who was noted as a godly 
man; Ahaz, who led the Israelites astray; and Hezekiah, who 
helped the nation return to the Lord. In the background was the 
rise of the Assyrian Empire, leading to Sennacherib’s siege of 
Jerusalem in 701 BC. Isaiah’s vision of the glory and majesty of 
God sustained him throughout his ministry. It inspired his message 
regarding God’s righteousness and his love.  
 

1 Corinthians 15:1-11  (page 1155 NT)  
St. Paul sets out the foundation of his faith as a Christian, i.e. the 
death and resurrection of Jesus in accordance with the Scriptures. 
He lists the various appearances of the risen Christ to the 12 
disciples and to others, leading to his own encounter with the 
resurrected Lord. This experience quite literally turns Paul’s life 
around. He turns from being a persecutor of the Church to one 
who devoted his life to the work of the Church, no matter what 
persecution or hardship he faced. His encounter with the glory of 
the Risen Christ underpinned his life’s work as an apostle of Jesus. 
 

Luke 5:1-11   (page 1032  NT) 
St. Luke describes the calling of the first disciples. After his baptism 
in the River Jordan and extended time in the wilderness, Jesus 
established a base in Capernaum on the shore of the Sea of 
Galilee. Here he called Simon Peter and Andrew, together with 
James and John, famously turning them from fishermen into 
“fishers of men”. Like Isaiah before him, Simon Peter, was aware 
of his own shortcomings and weakness in comparison with the 
glory and power of the Lord. However, Jesus reassured Simon 
Peter that he had a purpose and a plan for him. The disciples 
responded with whole-hearted commitment.
